echoing through time, as true today as then, has come to
symbolize the enduring conflict between their respective
paths and legacies.

Ibn Ezra, a
renowned Jewish commentator, draws a parallel between the unity of purpose among Jews in Jerusalem
during major holidays and the embrace of one another in times of fear and uncertainty. He suggests that
unity is not only found in moments of celebration but also in times of crisis. Fear and uncertainty, much like
joyous celebrations, have the potential to foster a deep sense of unity.
